Program promotes youth workers for November election 

LINCOLN – Nebraska youth ages 14 to 18 are encouraged to participate as election workers 
for the Nov. 2 general election.  

The Youth Election Service (YES), sponsored by Secretary of State John Gale and the 
Nebraska Bankers Association, is designed to increase interest and involvement in the 
election system among young people.

Since YES was started for the November 2004 general election, the program has attracted 
some 1,300 participants.
