Commission, State of Nebraska in accordance with 37-315, 37-

R.R.S. 1999, 37-405, 37-411, 37-428, R.R.S. 2003.  Neb. Rev. 
Stat. §§ 37-314, 37-315, 37-405, 37-411, 37-428, 37-501, 37-
508, 37-536, 37-563, 37-701. For purposes of these 
regulations, unless context otherwise requires, the 
definitions found in Chapter 37, sections 202 through 247 of 
the Game Law, are used. These regulations are effective 
following enactment by the Commission, approval by the 
Attorney General and Governor, and when five days have elapsed 
since filing with the Secretary of State.

within 5 miles of an area bounded by 
the outermost channel with flowing 
water on the north and south sides 
of the Platte River.
