SPECIAL RESTRICTIONS
013  Restricted Open Waters

Under authority of and in compliance with 37‑1266, R.R.S. 1993, the following regulations are prescribed by the Nebraska Game and Parks Commission and are effective following enactment by the Game and Parks Commission, approval by the Attorney General and Governor, and when five days have elapsed since filing with the Secretary of State.

013.01 The following waters are open to non‑powered vessels and those powered with conventional outboard electric motors. The use of internal combustion type motors is prohibited except as posted and the use by Nebraska Game and Parks Commission employees engaged in law enforcement and management activities.
