Chapter 12  -  Rules and Regulations For Out-of-State 



        Branding Permit
(1)  Statement of Purpose:  The purpose of this rule and regulation is to implement the Out-of-State Branding Permit per Legislative Bill 435, not to exceed $50.00 which authorizes a one-time use of a brand registered with a state other than Nebraska to brand cattle imminently being exported out of Nebraska.
(2)  Definition:


(2.a)  “Imminently:” shall mean (30) thirty days or less from the date of branding. 
(3)  Requirements:  

(3.a)
Application:  Applicant must complete in its entirety an application form as 
furnished by the Nebraska Brand Committee and submit it to a brand inspector 
for approval/disapproval.

(3.b)
Fee:  The application shall be accompanied by a payment of $25.00 per 
permit.


(3.c)  Confinement:  Cattle governed under this permit must remain in a confined 
facility, i.e. feedlot, ranch/farm corrals, auction market yards, veterinary clinic, 
etc. until exported out of the state of Nebraska.
